Everyday Mathematics students are expected to master a variety of mathematical concepts and skills over time.  The curriculum frequently revisits topics, concepts, and skills.  For this reason, the written assessment includes items recently introduced as well as items that assess long-term retention and mastery.

Content assessed:

· Draw shapes with no, one, two, or multiple lines of symmetry
· Identify a translation and a rotation

· Use a transparent mirror to draw the reflection of the preimage

· Use a transparent mirror to draw the other half of the figure across the line of symmetry

· Give fraction, decimal, and percent equivalents

· Add and subtract fractions
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
