Everyday Mathematics students are expected to master a variety of mathematical concepts and skills over time.  The curriculum frequently revisits topics, concepts, and skills.  For this reason, the written assessment includes items recently introduced as well as items that assess long-term retention and mastery.

Content assessed:

· Fill in missing Fact Triangle numbers 

· Tell whether a number sentence is true, false, or “can’t tell” 

· Make a true sentence by filling in a missing number 

· Make a true sentence by inserting parentheses 
· Use a bar graph to find the median, range, and mode of a data set
· Solve addition and subtraction number stories 
· Solve “What’s My Rule?” problems 
· Name factors of 14
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
